When ordering Mevotech replacement rear upper control arms with the part numbers CMS401203 and CMS401204 for the vehicle
applications listed below, it is important for the Professional Technician to note that the bushing bolt is not pre-torqued out of the box.

This bolt is provided loose, so the bushing can be more easily manipulated during installation of the control arm (see Figure 1). This bolt
will require final fastening with the proper torque value and suspension loaded to the correct ride height.

It is also important to note that this bushing must be installed using the correct orientation, by following the etched instructions and
directional indicator on the bushing housing (see Figure 2). The top surface of the bushing must be parallel to the top surface of the
control arm.
